Ruby valley Rural Municipality is located in Bagmati Province, Dhading
District. Located in the lap of Ganesh Himal. This rural municipality has a
total area of 401.85 square kilometers. Geographically, it extends from 84°
50' east to 85° 20’ east longitude and 27° 55' north to 28° 33’ north latitude.
This rural municipality shares its northern border with Tibet, China, western
border with Dharche Rural Municipality, Gorkha, southern border with
Khaniyabas and Gangajmuna Rural Municipality and eastern border with
Amachodingmo Rural Municipality Rasuwa. This rural municipality is spread
from 500 meters above sea level to 7050 meters above sea level. This rural
municipality is located about 130 km northwest of the capital Kathmandu.
This rural municipality is the largest rural municipality of Dhading district. It
is located at the head of the Ankhu River, which flows incessantly in this
village. There are 6 wards in this rural municipality. The wards are divided by
previous VDCs Tipling, Sertung, and Lapa. Ganesh Himal and Salasungo are
the main tourist spots of this rural municipality. The main characteristic of
the residents here is unity in religious and cultural diversity. It is inhabited by
Hindus, Buddhists, and Christians. Which reflects the universal culture. The
main languages are Tamang, Nepali, Gurung, Newari and Ghale. As the main
resident of this village is Tamang. People are performed Tamang's art culture,
Dora, Mhendomaya songs. Ghatu dance can be observed in the Gurung
community. The main sources of income in this area are agriculture, animal
husbandry, herbal business etc. This rural municipality has about 5 small and
large hydropower projects. According to the National Census 2078, the total
population of Ruby valley Rural Municipality is 10,781. There are 5359 (49.7
percent) males and 5422 (50.3 percent) females.

Fyanchet Monastery:

Phenchyet monastery had established
before around 10 generation. In the
same time Ghale king had ruled on
Bragar near Phenchyet. The ruins of
another Ghale king’s palace can still be
seen at Gothen under the ward No. 1.
It is said that enemies could poisoned
the water source used by the King of
Phenchyet. A room had build near the
water source for the guard. The guard
heard the musical sound in the water
source every Purnima and Aushi. The
guard informed to the king regarding
the musical sound. Then King brought
a Lama name’s Chhesing Dup from
Yambu for the prayer. It was said that
the Chhesing Dup rempoche had
power to hear the musical sound when
he was in mother’s womb. It is said
that a girlfriend poisoned in his food
near Battar Nuwakot. He was died
while he used to travel Phenchyet to
Yambu. It is said that after death of
Chhesing Dup, his relatives built the
Phenchyet Gumb in front of the water
source used by the King. The Gumba is
currently being reconstructing by
government. Local people say that
King Prithvi Narayan Shah used the
powerful lama of the Gumba to kill the
people of Kirtipur Kimbu village by his
spiritual power.
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I Ward 4 \

Ward No. 4, is surrounded by China to
north, ward 1 and 3 to east,
Khaniyabas Rural Municipality to
south and ward No. 5 to west. It is at
an altitude of 1055 meters to 6950
meters from the sea level. This ward
covers an area of 116.45 sq km. of the
palika. Tamang, Gurung, Dalit are
major castes in this ward. The total
population is 1701 (male 839 and
female 862) according to 2078 CBS.
There are 419 households in this ward
and ward office is in Borang village. A
2 km road network has connected to
reach the municipality office from
this ward office. This ward consists of

Chalis, Hindung, Awai, Habra,
Pentesya and Borang settlements. The
natural picturesque of the

settlements have made the ward
more attractive. Road network is in
the process of connecting all the
settlements. There are places of
religious and cultural importance
such as Dubju, Shiva Murti, Tatopani,
Pentisya.

Dupjyu:

There is a barang village in Ruby valley
Rural Municipality ward 4. There is a
historical, religious and cultural place in
the top of the village, named Dubju. The
area is plan with beautiful garden with
flated plants. After passing a large area
of dense forest on the slopes, there is a
spot of scary butted rocks. The sound of
water flowing from inside the rock is
heard. A plan place at the top of rock
and the beautiful Borang village is
siutated under the rock. A water
extraction fair is held every year during
Maghe Sankranti since the historical
period. There are different power
centers in Tamang villages. Among
them, there was a center in top of
Borang village. Bombos come from Lapa,
Tipling and Jharlang to pray on Maghe
Sankranti. Last night of Paush month
Bombos reach there for offering water
from the rock sides by prayer. They pray
all night long. There is an unannounced
competition as to who can drop more
and faster water from the Kuwa.
Devotees who come with Bombo do the
dora dance, Saikhole, Mhendomaya and
dances, Soi Soi Bombo Soi Soi sings and
dances. The local Bombo of Barang,
performs the Tamang ritual Fappa. The
ritual is performed when a children
reaches Lhekor. Devotees of festival
take bath in the water released from
the Kuwas. Devotees bring water with
chanting in home as prasad. There is a
strong belief that by drinking and the
bathing the water all the diseases
(Barjya) will be washed away from the
body.
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I Ward 5 \

Ruby valley 5, is surrounded by Chin to north, ward No. 4 to east, Ward

6 to south and west, and Gorkha District to west. It is at an altitude of
1200 meters to 7050 meters from

the sea level. This ward covers
108.63 sq km. of the palika. The
geographical situation of this ward is
full of steep terrain in the northern
part, flat and in the southern part.
Tamang, Gurung and Dalit are major
castes of the ward. According to
2078 CBS the total population is 2819
(male 1360 and female 1459). There
are 682 households in this ward.
Ward office is located in the
Thulogaon village. A 5 km road track
has connected to reach the
municipality office from this ward.
This ward is made up of the villages

The peak of Salasungo Himal near the border of
Nepal (Ruby Valley) and China. Located about 100 km northwest of Kathmandu,
this mountain is the main mountain of Dhading district. Salasungo is located
about 6 km south of Yangra (Ganesh 1). Elder map source give an altitude of
7150m and 7110m, but the altitude of 7043m given by the Finnmap is currently
the most widely accepted. This mountain is easy to climb from Ruby Valley Rural
Municipality, Dhading.

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SEDA CHYET

During the itinerant era of human beings, some travelers entered Singla-Lhapsangkarpo
region through Galang, Goljong, Khurbu from different regions of Tibet. It was called
Sedachyet, which first time seen from Pangsang with crystal "Ser ki Dungmo" by the
travelers. The place is geographically, historically and culturally important in the area.
Buffalos are not allowed to enter the Sedachyet ground. There is strong believe that if
the buffalos entered in the Sedachyet ground, big airstream and rain will come.
Geographically, it is flat than other parts of the area. A lot of Bozo is found in the
Sedachyet. It is said that in Tamang language, Bozo called Seda and Chaur called Chyet
so its name became Sedachyet. Before entering the travelers from north, the Sedachyet
area was ruled by Nagraja. Dradho Lama, defeated the Nagraja. The Nagraja spread an
epidemic in the region after his defeated by the Dardho. Since then Mamba clan has
been worshiping three time in a year. They presented a black he goat to Nagraja during

the worship.
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HISTORICAL & TOURISM DESTINATIONS
KALO DAHA/SETO DAHA

Kalo Daha is a natural pond of Ruby Valley Municipality, Dhading. It has religious and
natural significance. The area is known as unique natural beauty and touristic spot. A
grand fair is celebrated every year on Bhadra (Janai) Purnima. This year, ward office had
organized a pilgrimage fair to promoting the tourism. During the fair people came from
Nuwakot, Gorkha, Rasuwa, Kathamandu and other parts of the country. Foreign tourists
have been participated in the fair who had reached the ruby Valley area during the fair
held in the Kalo Daha. Kalo Daha’s travel is important not only for a religious point of
view. It is exciting for adventure trekking, plant diversity, crystal stone and red panda
habitat. The Kalo Daha is at an altitude of 4,100 meters above sea level. The area is
considered very important from the religious and touristic point view. People belief that
whatever they ask for, they will get from Kalo Dah because people belief that Nag God
resides in the Kalo Daha. So devotees reach there to fulfill their wishes. The local people
believe that buffalo meat, ghee and skin product materials should not be taken in Kalo
Daha. Seto Daha is situited on 4,100 meter near Kalo Daha. The Pilgrimage are night stay
near Seto Daha. The Municipality is continously promoting this area.

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DOGARTAMBA:

It is said that around 802 AD, Guru Padmasambhava entered the Lhapsangkarpo
region through the Kerung, Setang, Pajong, Goljong, Galang in the path of his
pilgrimage. It can be assumed that Tamangs of Mamba, Gomza, Damrang tribes
settled in this area even before that. At that time, it is said that 1000 people,
including King of the area, Guru Padmasambhaav had given teaching in the
Sinhala region. Thus, before the arrival of Gurupadmasambhava, Mamba, Gomja
ascetics to have made Pass (Galchhi) in Khurbu Gang. It is said that Gomja
Mheme, the leader of the journey, cut the stone into two parts with his tantric
power and headed towards Serdung, Timling. That place is called Dogartamba
Gang and that stone can be seen yet.

In the same way, during the journey of Mamba Tantrik Mheme, he saw a bright
object in the south when he reached the current Dogartamba with his team. He
was attracted to that thing. It is said that a stone is made into two slots by using
his power in accordance with the intention to get the object. Mamba and
Damrang Mheme had an argument about who would get that shiny object. After
that debate, one by one will send signs using their own power. It had been agreed
that the sign of the object reaches that place. According to the agreement,
Mamba Mheme sent a round stone and Damrang Mheme sent a feather. Later,
while searching the signs, Mamba mheme found a round stone in a place where
there was a shiny object. While searching for the feathers of the stork, fond in
the current Timling big village. The shiny object turns out to be a golden pillar
(serki dung). A strong argument that Sertung may have originated from Serki
Dung is mentioned in articles such as "Sertung Ek Jhalak”, "Tamang Culture of
Northern Dhading".

In this way, it seems that the Dogartamba area, which has a

direct relationship with the human civilization of the current

Ruby Valley, should be systematically developed and

promoted. From the Dogartamba we can see the entire
snow ranges and the charming settlements of the
southern region.

TATO PANI

There are two hot water sources in Ruby Valley Rural Municipality. One is in Ward No. 1
near Lingjo village be reached by walking for 3 hours. Similarly, this is located on the
highest altidute near Pabel Himal. Other is in ward No. 4 near Pentisye. People believe
that various skin related dieses are cured by Tatopani bathing. We can reach Yondong
village through Tatopani which is the last settlement of the ward. There is a Kunkar near
the Tatopani and local community has planned to establish a Buddha statue in the
Tatopani area. There is a tradition to visit this place and perform puja on Aushi Purnima.
Bombos are come to worship from different
villages on Maghe Sankranti every year.
There is a popular belief that the water
temperature will increase when worshiping
by Bombos. The local people use the area as
a picnic spot. If it can be publicized, it has
been special significance for the tourist.

The
Pangsang area is famous for shooting movies, videos and it seems that the
Ruby Valley Rural Municipality should develop the area more publicized for
the movies shooting.
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SINGLHA

Singlha is located at an altitude of 4,040 meters above sea level, Singlha is an
important touristic destination for the natural, historical and religious point
of view. Singlha located at the confluence point of Uttargaya Rural
Municipality- Rasuwa, Ruby Valley Rural Municipality & Khaniyabas Rural
Municipality Dhading and Kispang Rural Municipality Nuwakot. It has also
been considered as the final meditation center of Guru Rimpoche. Every year
on the day of Bhadra Punima, Lamas and Bonpos from Dhading, Rasuwa and
Nuwakot comes to Singlha to worship. Ganesh, Manashlu and Langtang
Mountain ranges can be easily seen from this place. It is believed that one's
wishes be fulfilled, livestock will increase, income will increase, peace will

be establish in the village, and foreign travel will be successful by praying
Singlha.

District. girls wear original traditional clothes weaving by themselves. Silver flower garlands,
ruby garlands, Nali Dhungri, Phuli and Bulaki are used in fairs, festivals and various fairs.

It has been established as the identity of the
Western Tamang community. Mhendomaya sings and dances is famous all over the world,
especially among young generation. In order to preserve mythological folk stories, performing
folk dramas, folk music, folk songs in this municipality, every year they perform and stage
performances in the festivals like Mangsir Mhane, Singlha Tirtha Yatra, Kalo Daha Tirtha Yatra,
Dashai, Dubjyu etc.

Ruby Valley Rural Municipality, Dhading is such a
municipality where world famous ruby gems are
available. Ganesh Himal, Pabel, Paldor,
Annapurna, Manaslu and Langtang seems
external crystallization as silver from the Ruby
Valley. In the same, green, red, white and
Qorundum crystal show internal crystallization
of Chhyumer, Ruyul to Somdang areas. These
Quartz crystals are very special in the world.
Metal and copper are available in the area. The
metal company is closed since last 20 to 25 year
and the government has not ny initiated for the
copper mine. Many copper related evidences are
available near ward No. 6. Local Gurungs were
came to collecting the copper in very beginning
and they settled in the area. Nepal government
has spent their full energy to establish political
system only.
